Forum Speakers, Facilitators and Artists
Barbara Adam is Professor of Sociology at Cardiff University. She is a social theorist who has specialised on how we relate to time and what the impacts of that are on social life and the environment. More recently she has extended that work to the future. Her work shows historical differences and continuities and identifies openings for change.
David Ambrose worked as a promoter and performer and community theatre director before moving to Wales in the 1980s. He has been Director of St Donats Arts Centre for nearly twenty years, and has been centrally involved in encouraging the revival of performance storytelling in Britain. In 1993 he founded the Beyond the Border Wales International Storytelling Festival, which he continues to co-direct.
Carreg Lafar are at the forefront of the Welsh traditional music scene. Through a mix of traditional and original music, they convey a fresh and vibrant spirit whilst remaining firmly rooted in the language and living tradition of Welsh song and dance music. Carreg Lafar have performed throughout Wales, Brittany, the United States and Canada and have made three albums with Sain records, 'Ysbryd y Werin', 'Hyn' and 'Profiad'. 
Simon Dale is a web and graphic designer/photographer and eco-house builder. He is a member of the Lammas Eco-village project, a low-impact, carbon-neutral housing and livelihood project in Pembrokeshire which aims to demonstrate that low impact development has an important role to play in the movement towards a greener society.
Glenn Davidson, fine artist and communicator, is one half of Artstation, Cardiff-based, “innovators in performance, art, video, installation, interactivity and technology systems.” With his partner Anne Hayes, Glenn has developed many internationally acclaimed projects dealing with a wide range of social and environmental issues, including a series of huge architectural paper installations and the innovative ARTMAP interface to the Countryside Council for Wales’ LANDMAP national information system.
Dan Drummond aka Hangetsu is as rapper, poet and musician from Newport, Gwent who performs and records solo and with his band Bay of Pigs.
David Haley is an ecological artist and a Research Fellow at Manchester Metropolitan University, where  he is a member of the Social and Environmental Arts Research Centre and leads the MA Art as Environment programme.  David is a member of the Public Art & Urban Design Observatory, the eco-arts network, greenmuseum.org and Director of Harrison Studio & Associates (Britain) Ltd.  He sits on the RSA/Arts Council England’s Art & Ecology programme think tank and the Arts and the Environment Advisory Board of the Chartered Institute of Water and Environmental Management.

Steve Harris is a senior lecturer and researcher in the science communication programme at the University of Glamorgan, where he heads up the Science Communication, Education and Engagement Research Unit and manages the Science Shops Wales grass-roots science-society interaction initiative. A practising Buddhist, Steve’s scientific background is in multimedia and hypermedia computing, cybernetics and Activity Theory, an integrated, multi-level systems approach to understanding human cognition, motivation and behaviour.
Emily Hodgkinson is a therapist, scientist and Process Worker. After gaining her PhD in the geology of nuclear waste disposal, she worked in various fields of environmental science and is now interested in the facilitation of environmental conflict. She also has experience of working on diversity issues in organisations.
Lynette Margerison is an artist involved in photography, performance, drawing, painting and metal sculpture. Throughout her career she has worked on many community projects involving performance, photography, video, and carnival making. She has taught at Leeds College of Art and Design and worked as a clown performer with a circus theatre company. Lynette will be creating an artwork during the Forum.
Mark O'Connell is a founding member of the Research Society for Process Oriented Psychology, and faculty member for the UK Diploma Training in Process Work. He also runs the Apricot Centre for Sustainable Living in Essex and previously developed and ran the HNC in Sustainable Environments - The Ecology of People and the Land for Otley College in Suffolk.
